Umpires Development Program 2010
Income
1. All Senior Players to be levied $20.00 each for umpiring development.

2. Fines to remain as per 2009 - but it is BWHA’s hope that clubs will work to ensure that this is minimized.

Expenditure

All Umpires on Division 1, 2, 3, 4 & 5 fixtures will be paid for each game they officiate as follows:

· International and Australia - $25

· Div 1 - $20

· Div 2 - $15

· Div 3-5 / MM - $10


Umpires will only be paid once the Direct Deposit & Hobby Letter is received by the BHWA Office

2. 
Mentors


Div 1 & 2 - $30 per game


Div 3 - $20 per game


Div 4 & 5 - $15 per game


DP1, 2 and 3 - $10 per game

3. BWHA to produce an umpires manual for clubs to assist them to gain, train and maintain umpires

4. Clubs to appoint an umpire's coach that will be actively involved with BWHA and their club umpires.  Umpires coach should be an accredited Umpires Coach or have a minimum HQ Junior badge.  

It is recommended that Clubs with both Turf and Grass teams have an Umpires Coach for each area.  If only a grass club then only one Umpires Coach.  Junior Clubs should have their own Umpire Coach.

5. The Club Umpire Coach is to attend Rules updates / training sessions held by BWHA and to arrange for ‘Badged Umpire Questionnaire’ to be completed and returned with Grass and Turf Umpires Registers.  This will enable us to establish a pool of experienced umpires to assist with mentoring/training sessions. 

6. Clubs to develop and coach umpires to at least DP3 standard. 
It is recommended that Clubs try to give incentives to umpires eg reduced fees.  Clubs should help beginner umpires during summer hockey, pre season matches, BWHA junior fixtures and during their initial umpiring allocations.  Link development of umpires with BWHA and club development programs.  Umpiring workshops will be included in BWHA development programs. 

7. BWHA will attempt to hold umpire courses possibly in conjunction with Hockey Queensland each year.

8. Promotions/Rewards: BWHA to supply Green shirts to all badged Turf Umpires and Fluoro Yellow shirts to badged grass umpires who umpire regularly.  Open Umpires who regularly Umpire at the turf will receive a subsidised ticket to the BWHA Dinner.  BWHA will supply Certificates and Administration Support.

9. Turf teams to supply a minimum of one umpire for each team, in addition to a minimum of two extra umpires for third division and/or two extra for Div 4 and 5.  These umpires should be coached / mentored where possible, eg 4 turf teams equates to a minimum of 7 umpires.  Clubs are to develop umpires to DP3 standard, then BWHA will mentor / test these umpires  to progress them to minimum turf standard .
